e You should not launch tHRASSETUP installation utility while in the directory that serves as the CD-ROM
device mount point. As the installation progresses, you will be unmounting and mounting additional media.
Attempting to unmount a file system that contains your current working directory will causedthat
command to fail with ®evi ce busy message.

Instead, take the following steps:

Make a note of theount command used to mount the CD-RQ@ldvice. For example, if the following
command is used to mount the CD-R@kVice:

mount /dev/ dsk/cOt4d0 /cdrom

then the CD-ROM is being mounted to thedr om directory. Thengd to your home directory or any directory
other than thé cdr om directory to issue th8ASSETUP command.
