SAS Enterprise Guide Add-in: SPSS

Introduction

Proc SPSS is a simple add-in that takes a .por file and via the SPSS and libname engines combined with some PROC SQL code, creates a data view that can be used by other tasks and PROCs.  

The SPSS Dialog

· The dialog that first comes up consists of a textbox for the file path and a browse button.  You can either type in the path to the file you want converted, or you can browse to it.  Note:  currently the assumption is being made that the .por file exists on the same machine as the SAS Server.  If this is not the case, then SPSS will fail.  

History

· 2/24/06 – Initial version of SPSS.  I have also checked in some sample .por files to go with the task as it is not common to have these files lying around.
Issues

· Currently, only files local to the current SAS Server can be run against SPSS.

· More bulletproofing needs to be done to both the file open dialog and the code generation (i.e. prevent or warn against opening non .por files, do not generate/run bad code)
