Recover Response Code Relationships
This script addresses the hotfix defect S0499388.
The response codes (_EC – Email Click / _EO - Email Open / _ER – Email Reply) from SDM channel were not getting converted to the corresponding codes assigned with in SMC CI plug-in.  Due to this the SDM responses were not counted correctly using the response node. The above mentioned script is to update the existing SDM response records with the correct response codes and then refresh the response counts in the count tables (ci_cell_package & ci_cell_package_treatment_cnt). This migration is of two stage process.
Stage 1: Check the CI_RESPONSE_CHANNEL_RESPONSE table in the CI Common model for _EC/_EO/_ER values in response_channel_response_cd column. If it doesn’t exist then the user needs to create/modify the existing response definition to include this response_channel_code values as given in the screen shot.
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Note: The circled one is the auto generated response_cd with in SMC plug-in.
Once the response definition is created/updated the same needs to be selected part of the communication definition as given in the screen shot.  
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After this the campaign which uses this communication needs to be manually published to get these values inserted to the CI_RESPONSE_CHANNEL_RESPONSE table.
Stage 2: Now execute the above mentioned SAS script as per the instruction provided in the script.
